The Journey: Forgiveness, Restorative Justice and 
Reconciliation 

This study intertwines stories from the Bible and recent history to illustrate the redemptive power of  
forgiveness, the restorative power of God's justice and the Good News of reconciliation.  If four or more

To the Pre-
vention of 
Elder Abuse 
 
Elder abuse is one of the most under-
recognized problems in the USA. It has 
devastating, even life-threatening, con-
sequences. Abusers are often the peo-
ple they trust the most -- spouses, family 
members, personal acquaintenances, 
professionals in positions of trust, and 
strangers who prey on the vulnerable. 
 
Relatively few cases are identified. Re-
search shows that more than 1 in 10 may 
experience some type of abuse, while 
fewer than 1 in 5 cases  are believed to be 
reported. Thus very few seniors who 
have been abused get the help they need. 
 
ñElder Abuseò refers to intentional or 
neglectful acts by a caregiver or trusted 
individual that may, or does, lead to 
harm of a vulnerable elder.  Included are 
physical abuse, neglect, verbal abuse 
and threats, financial abuse and exploi-
tation, sexual abuse, abandonment, and, 
in many states, self-neglect. 
 
Such abuse can occur anywhere, across 
all socio-economic groups, cultures, and 
races.  Dementia, mental health, and 
substance abuse issues may be contrib-
uting factors -- of both abusers and vic-
tims.  Isolation can also be a part of the 
risk.  What should one do if he/she sus-
pects elder abuse? Report your con-
cerns; donôt assume someone has al-
ready reported a suspicious situation: 
¶ In the local community to report sus-

pected abuse - contact the local adult 
protective services agency.  If you 
know itôs a life-threatening situation, 
or if itôs an immediate danger, contact 
911 or the local police or sheriff. 

¶ In a nursing home or long-term care 
facility, contact your state specific 
agency. To find the listing, visit the
